Discretely Presented Nonmajor Component Units 

Discretely presented nonmajor component units - are presented separately from blended 
component units to emphasize that they are legally separate from the City, but are a part 
of the City’s reporting entity. 

Tulsa Development Authority - A public authority created to finance urban renewal, 
rehabilitation and redevelopment. 
 
Metropolitan Tulsa Transit Authority - MTTA is a public trust created to provide public 
transportation systems and facilities.   
 
Tulsa Industrial Authority – A public trust created to provide for the issuance of industrial 
development bonds upon approval by the City Council, and to lend the proceeds of such issuance 
to third party organizations. 
 
Tulsa Parking Authority - A public trust created by the City to construct and manage various 
parking facilities within the City. 
 
Tulsa Performing Arts Center Trust - TPACT is a public trust created under the provisions 
of the Oklahoma Trust Act.  The Beneficiary of the Trust is the City.  TPACT’s purpose is to 
assist the City in operating and maintaining the Tulsa Performing Arts Center and to sponsor 
events promoting the use of the Tulsa Performing Arts Center.

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Mission
The Tulsa Area Emergency Management Agency
(TAEMA) is dedicated to the protection of the citizens of
Tulsa and Tulsa County from all emergecies and disasters.

Definition
Funded by the City of Tulsa, Tulsa County,
and the federal government, TAEMA coor-
dinates mitigation, preparation, response,
and recovery for major emergencies
and disasters. It is a consequence
management entity coordinating
public and private responses to
area disasters. In
addition, hazard
identification
and capa-
bility
assessment
studies are
conducted
annually
for proba-
bility of
occurrence,
impact on
public health
& safety, and esti-
mated property damage.

Scope of Services Provided
Available to respond at any time to
emergencies or disasters within the 585 square mile
County and its population of 563,000 by providing 
warnings and activating the Emergency Operations Center
(EOC). EOC is a common location to formulate and 
implement the optimum strategy to utilize resources and
address disaster emergencies. Representatives of TAEMA

serve on the Mayor’s Citizen Corps, the Mayor’s Homeland
Security Task Force, Tulsa Partners, Inc., Storm Ready, the
Governor’s Homeland Security Funding Committee,
Skywarn, Community Emergency Response Teams, the

Metropolitan Medical Response System, the Oklahoma
Office of Homeland Security Region VII Council,

the Terrorism Early Warning Group,
Infragard, the U.S. Attorney’s 

Anti-Terrorism Advisory
Committee, the Medical

Reserve Corps, the OK-1
Disaster Medical

Assistance Team, and
others.

In addition,
the department is responsible for providing fuel to all
on-road and off-road City equipment and provides on-site
maintenance services for off-road and heavy equipment.
Other responsibilities include collision repairs, vehicle
washes, motor pool vehicles and fleet management
services.

• EMD leverages the latest technologies. Alternative fuel

programs are being pursued aggressively.
Compressed natural gas, hybrid technologies, and 
bio-diesel are some technologies EMD is researching
to gain efficiencies.
