She has her BFA in theatre from the University of Tulsa and Masters degree in Human Relations, Oklahoma University. She has directed over 80 plays, developed adult and youth original play contests, created an improvisational troupe which has been performing for the last twenty years, performed in over 350 improvisational shows and implemented touring projects throughout the Tulsa area. She co-founded the Tulsa Area Community Theatre Alliance in 1998. She has directed or acted with most of the theatre companies in the Tulsa Area. She has worked for Tulsa Art and Humanities Council since 1988. She was an actress in the national tour for “Where Red Fern Grows” with the Omaha Theatre Co., and creator of “Women Writes”, a touring theatre project on social issues, which performed 23 times in four years and received a governor’s citation of appreciation.

He has over 300 credits as a designer, performer, director, and writer, including 30+ plays directed. Awards include “Recent Tragic Events” (directed) which received Urban Tulsa’s “Best Low Budget Play” award in 2008.  “Up the Down Staircase” (co-directed with Julie Tattershall) received first place in the Tulsa Awards for Theatre Excellence “Outstanding Production” for 2009.
