Once you’ve logged on, you can request barricades, fire truck and police visits. All neighborhoods should register their block parties two-weeks in advance of the event to make sure your requests get scheduled with the proper city department.
Assistant Fire Marshall Tom Hufford, TFD Community Relations wanted neighborhood associations to know that fire crews are available for one hour during block parties. Normally, fire crews aren’t scheduled at block parties between 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m., or between 5:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. The crews run calls all day and during these times they try to cook meals, eat and do dishes. So, please take this information into consideration when you are planning your block parties. Party on!
