2. Attend town meetings and give your input.

3. Register to vote and then go vote. Also, encourage someone else to vote!

4. Support local merchants.

5. Make time to volunteer your special skills to an organization. 

6. Donate Blood.

7. Start a community garden.

8. Mentor someone of a different ethnic or religious group.

9. Help fix someone’s flat tire.

10. Don’t gossip.

If you encourage 10 people from your neighborhood association or block group to do at least one of these items to build social capital in your community, you’ve jump started the process of what a community is. Invest your time in people, the world’s most precious resource.

Important Milestone at Animal Welfare: 

Animal Welfare has expanded it resources in the veterinary clinic with the installation of an x-ray machine.  This is an important step in our efforts to provide the best possible care we can to the animals that come to the shelter.
“Stray animals we get are in rough shape, sometimes injured by cars or by people.  In the past we had to go begging to private veterinarians to let us bring an animal to their facility for x-rays,” said Ms. Jean Letcher, Manger of WIN’s Animal Welfare Division. 

“Now we can diagnose injuries immediately, start treatment and control pain.  We also don't have to transport the injuried animal to another facility and back.  X-ray is also an important tool for the investigation of animal cruelty cases,” she added.  

Tulsa Animal Welfare purchased the x-ray machine from a local veterinary hospital when they upgraded to a digital machine.
