REPAIRS, REPURPOSING & REPLACEMENT

Typical costs for repairs & alternatives for a
2-court tennis facility:

Convert to an adult fitness course:
$185,000

To Repair/Renovation: ranges from
$36,600 to $86,000 depending on
concrete or asphalt courts (asphalt
being more expensive to repair)

Convert to multi-sport court: $83,000

Remove to provide green space:
$40,000

Convert to Community Garden:
~$6,000
