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CAPITAL FUNDING PACKAGES &
TULSA PARKS ALLOCATIONS

In 2013, Tulsans approved $918.7 IMP RUVE @E’ “".SA

million in funding for City e
improvements projects. In 2019,
Tulsans renewed the package with
an additional $639 million.

Funding Allocated to
Tulsa Parks

Funding Packages

$30 million of the additional funding

is allocated to Tulsa Parks for
maintenance repairs and additional
improvements.

FACILITY REPAIRS
& IMPROVEMENTS

- $8.732 MM of the IOT money is needed to make
essential safety repairs to roofs, HVAC equipment,
and security updates.

* To complete the other annual repairs and
maintenance, we would surpass the $10.125 MM
allocated from I0T2 by ~$121,000




OUTDOOR PLAY:

REPAIRS, REPLACEMENT & ADDITIONS

- $1.19MM s already allocated to replace 1
playground and 3 water playgrounds that are no
longer safe.

« 13 playgrounds are in poor condition and could
be either repaired or replaced. Depending on
which, it would cost $1.95-$3.03 MM total.

 This leaves ~$1.165-$3.025 MM available to:
* Repair or replace other play amenities

* Replace aplay amenity with something
else that better serves the community

SPORTS COURTS:

REPAIRS, REPURPOSING & REPLACEMENT

Typical costs of repairs or alternatives
based on a 2-court tennis facility:

Convert to an adult fithess course:
$185,000

To Repair/Renovation: ranges from
$36,600 to $86,000 depending on
concrete or asphalt courts (asphalt being
more expensive to repair)

Convert to multi-sport court: $83,000
Remove to provide green space: $40,000

Convert to Community Garden: ~$6,000
