AUTHORIZATION FOR CERTAIN EMPLOYEES
TO ISSUE CODE CITATIONS FOR

By virtue of the power vested in me as Mayor of the City of
Tulsa, Oklahoma, it is hereby Ordered:

Section 1. PURPOSE: To authorize certain employees of the
City of Tulsa and the Tulsa City-County Health Department to issue
citations enforcing certain penal provisions of the Tulsa Revised
Ordinances.

2. Fred Ballard <SR Public Works

Section 3. Pursuant to this Order, the Clerk of the City of
Tulsa is directed to issue identification cards to the above-
listed employees, which shall evidence their authorization to
enforce ordinance violations consistent with this Order and the
ordinances of the City of Tulsa.

Section 4. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Order shall be retroactively
effective from February 6, 199%, immediately upon its execution.
